Auditions are for standard orchestral instruments only. Auditions will be held Saturday, August 21", venue TBD.
Students will receive their audition time and directions in the mail at least 7 days prior to their audition. Each
audition takes approximately six to eight minutes per student. There are a limited number of positions available in
each ensemble and an audition does not guarantee placement in FSYO. Acceptance and orchestra placement is a
competitive, merit-based process in which auditionees must meet requirements for consideration. Exceptions to
grade requirements for each orchestra may be granted under special circumstances.

Mission: The mission of FSYO is to provide talented student musicians with a rich and rewarding educational
experience that will motivate them to fulfill their potential, strive for excellence, develop an appreciation of the
arts, and to further the tradition of classical music. FSYO is a supplement to, not a replacement for, school music
programs, and all FSYO students are strongly encouraged to participate in their school music program.

PREVIOUSLY AUDITIONED IN THE SPRING, YOU DO NOT NEED TO SUBMIT THIS FEE.
